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Course Description

The sixth grade Ancient Civilizations curriculum is designed to build and enrich students’ understanding of the ancient world, and to help them
recognize and appreciate the connections between ancient civilizations and our world today. The content spans the time period of 700 B.C. to
A.D.1500, and it touches upon the ten themes of Social Studies (Culture; Time, Continuity, and Change,; People, Places, and Environments;
Individual Development and Identity; Individuals, Groups, and Institutions; Power, Authority, and Governance; Production, Distribution, and
Consumption; Science, Technology, and Society; Global Connections; Civic Ideals and Practices). Additionally, students will view, analyze, and
discuss current events stories. They will gain an understanding of these events and those of the ancient world through literacy — reading and

writing. The course emphasizes the New Jersey Student Learning Standards for English Language Arts through close reading, note-taking,
research, and a variety of writing experiences.
